tuition assistance or more

e Only students entering grades 7-12 are
eligible

Benefits /Stipulations

e Program will fund the student to the
extent of financial-aid requirements
(based on demonstrated need each year
at KCD)

e Includes tuition, books, laptop
computer, testing fees, competition
fees, college applications, summer
courses on KCD campus, extra-
curricular needs, and funding for
college visits by the student and
parent(s) for up to 110% of each year’s
tuition

e Malone Scholars remain Malone
Scholars. Only in the event that a
student’s academic progress has
deteriorated for an extended time will
one’s eligibility for the Malone
Scholarship be reconsidered

e All decisions of funding to be
determined by Kentucky Country Day
School

e Must receive scholarship funding
exclusively from the Malone
Scholarship Program
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
